Begin to produce
formal texts such as reports and essays in which the ideas generally address the
task, although there is little elaboration and some ideas may be irrelevant or
unclear. Convey the intended meaning adequately with a developing vocabulary,
although word choice still lacks sophistication. Produce complete, but short and
simple sentences, with some noticeable grammatical errors.
